Team Participant Information

The Relay for Life is a fundraising event to benefit the American Cancer Society.  The goal of a Relay for Life team is to have someone representing their team walking on the track the entire Relay event  (and raising money, of course!).  In order to be considered a true Relay for Life event, the event must last for 12 hours. That is why our event begins @ 7:00 p.m. and ends @ 7:00 a.m.  Cancer never sleeps!

Each team should consist of no more than 15 people.  If you have more than 15 that would like to participate, we recommend signing up a second team and calling it “Tracy’s team, Too” or something that let’s us know you’re tied together.  For each $25 team registration, you are given one campsite at the event.  If you have more than one “team”, your sites can be side by side, giving you room to spread out.  Some teams will have people that aren’t technically on their team come and walk for their team in a particular time slot.
Each team will set its own fundraising goal.  If you sign up on-line you can put all that info on your home page and each team member can make their own page.  On-line registration has great tools, templates of fundraising letters and great tips.  Fundraising can be through donations, the sale of luminaries (to be lit at the event during the luminary ceremony) and any other creative way you can think of.  On-line donations can be made by credit card or check, there is a form that can be printed and mailed in so your team gets credit for the donation.
As a team captain, we ask you to attend a few short team captain meetings and 2 bank nights to turn in any funds raised.  There is also a team captain university that gives good tips and information.  We will have a theme for the event and you can name your team something that relates to the theme, or something that is near and dear to your heart.  We give awards for Most Spirited team, best decorated campsite, most money raised, on the night of the event.
We encourage “on-site” fundraising, something you can do from your campsite the night of Relay.  Bake sales, glo necklaces, balloons, etc. are all good ideas.  

We begin with our Survivor dinner.   If you, or someone you know is a cancer survivor we would like to invite them to our dinner and to be recognized.  After dinner, the Survivors make their way to the track and the full event kicks off.  The first lap is anyone who is a cancer Survivor.  The second lap includes caregivers.  We then introduce all the teams and have them take a lap together as a team and recognize our captains.  Then the “walking” begins.  Around 8:45 pm we begin our luminary ceremony.  The luminary bags are spread all around the track and lit in honor or memory of someone.  It is a very powerful part of the event.  We leave the lights off and make a few laps by just the lights of the luminaria bags.  It is a wonderful time to reflect.  We then turn the lights back on and walk more!
We try to have different things go on at all hours of the night and morning to keep you motivated and encouraged.  We bring pizza in at midnight and breakfast tacos and donuts for breakfast.  We have a hospitality tent set up with refreshments, for a small donation.  Water and coffee are always free.
Our Relay for Life is a wonderful way to bring the community together for a wonderful cause.
